Organization and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

a-

Organization
Education Through Music, Inc. (the "Organization") was established in New York

City to promote the concept of teaching music and other arts as a means of
enhancing the learning of academic subjects and improving overall performance by
students in inner city schools and schools in disadvantaged areas.

Cash and Cash Equivalents
The Organization considers all short-term highly-liquid investments, such as money
market funds, to be cash equivalents, except for cash awaiting investment.

Investments

The Organization reflects investments at fair value in the statement of financial
position. Unrealized gains and losses on investments are reflected in the statement
of activities. Interest, gains and losses on investments are reflected in the statement
of activities as increases and decreases in unrestricted net assets unless their use
is temporarily or permanently restricted by explicit donor stipulations or by law.
Investment income restricted by the donor is reported as increases in unrestricted
net assets if the restrictions expire in the fiscal year in which the income is
recognized.

Fair Value Measurements

The Organization is required to use a framework for measuring fair value and make
certain disclosures about fair value measurements. Fair value is a market-based
measurement, not an entity-specific measurement, and is based on a fair value
hierarchy with the highest priority being quoted prices in active markets. Fair value
measurement is disclosed by level within that hierarchy.

Unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities are
referred to as Level 1 inputs. Inputs other than quoted market prices that are
observable, either directly or indirectly, and reasonably available are referred to as
Level 2 inputs. Observable inputs reflect the assumptions market participants would
use in pricing the asset or liability and are developed based on market data
obtained from sources independent of the Organization. Unobservable inputs reflect
the assumptions developed by the Organization based on available information
about what market participants would use in valuing the asset or liability and are
referred to as Level 3.

An asset or liability’s level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Availability of
observable inputs can vary and is affected by a variety of factors. Level 3 assets
and liabilities involve greater judgment than Level 1 or Level 2 assets or liabilities.

All of the Organization’s investments are classified within Level 1 of the fair value
hierarchy. Fair value is determined using quoted market values.

Fair Value Measurements (continued)

The values assigned to these investments and any unrealized gains or losses
reported are based on available information and do not necessarily represent
amounts that might be realized if a ready market existed and such differences could
be material. The ultimate realization of such amounts depends on future events and
circumstances and therefore, valuation estimates may differ from the value realized
upon disposition of individual positions.

Contributions and Unconditional Promises to Give

Contributions are recognized when the donor makes a promise to give to the
Organization, that is, in substance, unconditional. Contributions that are restricted
by the donor are reported as increases in unrestricted net assets if the restrictions
expire in the fiscal year in which the contributions are recognized. All other donor-
restricted contributions are reported as increases in temporarily or permanently
restricted net assets depending on the nature of the restrictions. When a restriction
expires, temporarily restricted net assets are reclassified to unrestricted net assets.

Contributions received are recorded as unrestricted, temporarily restricted, or
permanently restricted support depending on the existence and/or nature of any
donor restrictions.

Financial Statement Presentation

The Organization is required to report information regarding its financial position
and activities according to three classes of net assets: unrestricted net assets,
temporarily restricted net assets and permanently restricted net assets.

Property and Equipment

Property and equipment are capitalized at cost and are being depreciated using the
straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of the assets or for leasehold
improvements, the life of the lease.

Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures.
Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates.

Tax Status

Education Through Music, Inc. is a not-for-profit organization exempt from federal
income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and has been
designated as an organization which is not a private foundation.

j- Subsequent Events
The Organization has evaluated subsequent events through December 20, 2016,
the date that the financial statements are considered available to be issued.

Note 2 - Restriction on Net Assets

Temporarily restricted net assets are restricted for future programs.

Note 3 - Unconditional Promises to Give

Unconditional promises to give are due within one year. Uncollectible promises to give
are expected to be insignificant. As of August 31, 2016, $400,000 was due from one
corporation.

Note 4 - Investments

Investments, which are all classified as Level 1 in the fair value hierarchy, are reflected
at fair value and consist of the following:

Note 5- ETM Special Fund

The Organization established the ETM Special Fund (the "Fund") to promote its
financial stability. The Fund consists of money allocated by the Board of Directors (the
"Board") together with contributions and any net earnings from the Fund. Any
withdrawals must be authorized by a supermajority vote of the Board if in excess of 5%
of the average value of the Fund as of December 31 of the previous three years.
Short-term borrowings by the Organization from the Fund may be made with the
approval of the Executive Committee to meet unanticipated financial emergencies. The
$19,315 increase in the Fund during 2016 was due to net investment gains.

providing for a minimum annual rental of $78,890.

The Organization subleased a portion of this space from which the Organization
received rental payments of $1,250 in 2016 and $15,000 in 2015.

Rent expense (net of sublease income) for the years ended August 31, 2016 and
2015 was $168,996 and $153,347, respectively.

b - Government supported projects are subject to audit by the granting agency.

Retirement Plan

The Organization has a voluntary salary reduction tax deferred annuity plan for the
benefit of all qualifying employees. The Organization can make a discretionary
matching contribution. The Organization did not make a matching contribution to the
plan in 2016 or 2015.

Significant Grants

During the year ended August 31, 2016, the Organization received approximately 42%
of its contributions from two private foundations and one corporation. During the year
ended August 31, 2015, the Organization received approximately 31% of its
contributions from two private foundations.

Concentration of Credit Risk

The Organization maintains its cash balances in three financial institutions located in
New York.

Functional Allocation of Expenses

The cost of providing the various program and supporting services has been
summarized on a functional basis in the statement of activities. Accordingly, certain
costs have been allocated among the program and supporting services benefited.
