


KOOL DJ RED ALERT
BIO

Kool DJ Red Alert is recognized as one of the founding fathers of Hip-Hop music and culture. Born in Antigua, West Indies, he grew up in Harlem, New York and later graduated from DeWitt Clinton High School in The Bronx.

Red Alert was on of the first deejays to perform with the architects of hip-hop Universal Zulu Nation. He rose to fame on WRKS 98.7 Kiss FM in New York City. Red Alert has been noted for breaking artists such as A Tribe Called Quest, Queen Latifah, Black Sheep and more. His legend grew immensely while playing a vital role in The Bridge Wars beginning in 1986. He was the first deejay to break the record “South Bronx” by Boogie Down Productions on his KISS-FM weekend radio show and club gigs in support of the Bronx-based hip-hop group versus Queens’ MC Shan, Marley Marl and the Juice Crew. Additionally, he was the first mixshow disc jockey to introduce dancehall to mainstream radio. Red Alert holds the all-time record for the most guest appearances among all hip-hop artists and personalities in the history of music videos.

He has been named one of the 50 most influential people in music by Rolling Stone magazine. Additionally, he is the only hip-hop deejay honored with a display in the Radio Section of the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in Cleveland, Ohio. He has been appointed by the United Nations as an honorary Ambassador to Music. In June 2003, he was recognized with a location on the Bronx Walk of Fame, a series of street signs recognizing people of note from the borough.







PETER GUNZ
BIO

Peter Gunz is rapper from The Bronx, New York that made up half of the rap duo Lord Tariq and Peter Gunz.

He is best known for the 1997 hit single “Déjà Vu (Uptown Baby)” which reached the top ten on the Billboard Hot 100 and continues to be an anthem for the borough two and a half decades later. He signed to Columbia Records and went on to record songs with many of the biggest names in music, including Mariah Carey, Eminem, Big Pun, Slick Rick and Big L.

Gunz has appeared on the VH1 reality series “Love & Hip-Hop: New York” and is current the host of the long running reality series “Cheaters”.

His son, Cory Gunz, is a recording artist signed to Lil Wayne’s Young Money Entertainment.








JOELL ORTIZ
BIO


Joell Ortiz was previously signed as a solo artist to Dr. Dre’s Aftermath Entertainment. He is a founding member of the rap super-group Slaughterhouse which was signed to Eminem’s Shady Records. In 2012, Slaughterhouse’s sophomore album “Welcome to: Our House” landed at #1 on the Rap and R&B charts while reaching #2 on the Billboard 200.

The Brooklyn native is one of the most respected MC’s to come from New York City. Hamilton writer and creator, Lin Manuel-Miranda has publicly recognized Ortiz as the rapper that he studied to learn how to write lyrics and rap. Ortiz appeared alongside fellow MC Busta Rhymes on the title “My Shot” which appeared on “The Hamilton Mixtape” and was also the end credits on “Hamilton” which appeared on Disney+.

Ortiz has collaborated with a who’s who list of artists in the genre including Nas, Raekwon, Ghostface Killah, French Montana, Kool G Rap, Talib Kweli and many more. He most recently appeared on the song “I Will” featured on Eminem’s latest studio album “Music To Be Murdered By”.






RSONIST – THE HEATMAKERZ
BIO

Rsonist is a music producer and founding member of the production group, The Heatmakerz. Over the last decade The Heatmakerz has solely consisted of Rsonist. He is often credited with crafting the sound of New York City in the 2000’s and 2010’s.

Rsonist was born in Kingston, Jamaica and grew up in The Bronx, New York. He is best known as the sound behind multi-platinum selling Harlem based hip-hop group The Diplomats (Dip Set). His songs “Dipset Anthem” and “I’m Ready” by The Diplomats continue to be some of the biggest street anthems to ever come out of New York City.  In addition to working on solo projects of Dip Set artists Cam’ron, Juelz Santana and Jim Jones, he has made songs with an extensive list of top artists in the hip-hop genre including Lil Wayne, Ludacris, Jeezy, Lil Flip, Ghostface Killah and Raekwon amongst others. In addition to his work in the hip-hop space, Rsonist has also written and produced a song for pop superstar Beyonce.

Most recently Rsonist has executive produced the recent Jim Jones album “El Capo” while also producing the song “Vacheron” which appears on the most recent Rick Ross release “Richer Than I Ever Been”.

 



STANLEY BROWN
BIO

Stanley Brown is a music producer and executive with over twenty-five years of professional experience in all facets of the industry. 

Stanley was the Head of A&R for RCA Inspiration, a division of Sony Music Entertainment. He played in integral role in the rebranding of RCA Inspiration, formerly the Verity Gospel Music Group. Before this RCA Inspiration tenure, Stanley held the positions of Vice President of A&R for Island Black Music and Senior Director of A&R for Motown Records. .

While at Island Records, Stanley signed Bishop T.D. Jakes whose major label debut, “Sacred Love Songs,” went on to sell nearly half a million albums. Jakes has gone on to be named one of the 25 Most Influential Evangelicals in America and has sold several million albums throughout his career. It was around this time that Stanley also signed Karen Clark-Sheard and she went on to become a fixture in Christian music. Stanley worked alongside Bishop Hezekiah Walker in the development of the Love Fellowship Crusade Choir, who has won two Grammy Awards, 12 Grammy nominations and countless other Dove, Stellar and NAACP awards and nominations.

As an executive Stanley’s ear and eye for talent has been unprecedented and continues to perform as such today with one of his telling successes being Fred Hammond’s “God, Love and Romance,” and United Tenors.

As a producer and writer, Stanley has contributed to albums that have currently sold over 13 million albums to date in the United States, garnering over 22 million albums sold worldwide. These albums cover a variety of genres including Gospel, Pop, Christian, Rhythm & Blues and Mainstream music. Stanley has worked with a “Who’s Who” of the music industry as a producer. Some of his credits include artists such as Gospel icon Shirley Ceasar, The Temptations, LL Cool J., Run DMC, Salt-n-Pepa, Keith Sweat, Dru Hill, Charlie Wilson, India Arie, Bell Biv DeVoe, Melonie Fiona and many more. He wrote the Dru Hill song “Tell Me”, which continues to be sampled in multiple hip-hop songs every year.

As a music director (MD) Stanley is the current MD for Michelle Williams (formerly of Destiny’s Child). He has also served as MD for BeBe Winans, New York’s SummerStage (Globe Star), as well as the Circle of Sisters Expo.  

As a keyboard player that taught himself to play, he has played with some of the biggest stars on the planet including Beyonce and Stevie Wonder.

In 2004, Stanley founded Timeless Music Group (TMG). The company has worked with both recording artists and corporate clients in different facets of the entertainment industry. Some of the corporate clients for TMG include General Motors, Pepsi Co., IBM, Verizon, Subway, McDonald’s, Wal-Mart and the BET Network. TMG has also worked closely with power agencies such as JSM Music, UniWorld and Global Hue.

He has created theme songs for multiple shows airing on the BET Network as well as being the Music Supervisor for the network’s Sunday Best and Exalted!

Stanley was born and raised in Brooklyn, New York, attending public school his entire life.





KOOL G MIMS
BIO

G MiMs is a hip-hop artist hailing from Harlem, New York and the son of “The Koolest Legend” and hip-hop pioneer, Kool DJ Red Alert.

He grew up engulfed in hip-hop music and quickly developed an adoration for rhythm, melody and rhyme by the age of 12. While focusing his childhood years playing basketball and using basketball to create opportunities for college. At the same time G MiMs was developing a raw ear for music, a versatile flow and a well-crafted writing ability. The Source Magazine stated, “G MiMs immersion into the roots of hip-hop go much further than his pops, DJ Red Alert. It’s clear that he’s taken notes on the game from some of the greats before him and he’s ready to blaze new paths for those to follow behind him. Don’t sleep.”

During and after college, MiMs performed at rap competitions, local events, showcases, as well as some of the hottest stages in New York City; such as SOB’s, BB Kings and Brooklyn Bowl. He also appeared on radio stations Hot 97, Power 105, WBLS and KISS FM. He has released a series of mixtapes, one entitled “Up In Smoke” hosted by the legendary DJ Funkmaster Flex. MiMs also appeared on Flex’s Freestyles on Hot 97. Additionally, he was featured on Shade 45’s “Sway In The Morning”. He has appeared on billboards ad print ads for AT&T.





ADRIENNE BAILON

Adrienne Bailon (Houghton) is a television host, singer and actress. She is a former member of girl groups 3LW and The Cheetah Girls. Since 2013, Bailon has been co-host of the daytime talk show The Real; for which she has won a Daytime Emmy Award.

A native of Manhattan, Adrienne Bailon originally planned to pursue a career as an obstetrician, but she was lured into the performing arts by Ricky Martin, who discovered her when she was singing in a church choir in Madison Square Garden in October 1999. Martin hired Bailon and three of her colleagues to sing backup on the NYC date on his Livin' la Vida Loca tour. This small break set into motion the formation of the girl group 3LW, which also featured Kiely Williams and Naturi Naughton. 3LW released their debut single, "No More (Baby I'ma Do Right)," on Epic Records in 2000, and over the next two years the group worked steadily. Naughton acrimoniously left the group in 2002 but Bailon and Williams soldiered on under the 3LW name, eventually adding Jessica Benson as a third member.

3LW left Epic Records in 2003, signing with Jermaine Dupri’s So So Def. The group recorded an album called “Point of No Return” for So So Def, but it never was released because Bailon and Williams became involved in the Disney Channel's series of films called The Cheetah Girls. The first of these, released in 2003, became such a big hit that its accompanying soundtrack also turned into a hit, effectively sapping the momentum of 3LW. Over the next five years, Cheetah Girls films and tours kept Bailon busy, but in 2008 the franchise ended, and Bailon also announced that 3LW was finished.

Bailon began working on an album for Island/Def Jam, but it never materialized. Instead of concentrating on music, Bailon pursued a career as an actor and celebrity, a decision assisted by her relationship with Rob Kardashian. As his girlfriend, Bailon appeared frequently on Keeping Up with the Kardashians until their breakup in 2009. That year, Bailon hosted several different shows on MTV, eventually leading to her hosting the reality show Empire Girls: Julissa and Adrienne. Acting kept her busy in the mid-2010s -- a highlight was 2013's I'm in Love with a Church Girl -- and she settled into hosting the syndicated daytime talk show The Real in 2013.

In 2016, Bailon married Christian singer/songwriter Israel Houghton and adopted his surname. She returned to music with the Christmas album New Tradiciones in 2017.







ISRAEL HOUGHTON

Israel is a singer, songwriter, producer and worship leader. He is the lead singer of Israel & New Breed.

A six-time GRAMMY Award winner, the gospel legend has written or co-written some of the most widely sung praise and worship songs of the era, including the GMA Dove Award winning hits “Again I Say Rejoice”, “No Forgotten”, “Turn It Around”, “Say So” and “The Power of One (Change the World)”.

As the leader and visionary force behind the globally acclaimed ensemble and ministry organization Israel & New Breed, he continues to release music and be a leading voice in the genre.
